The first time I decided to try and share my faith was 
with my roommate. I couldn’t get the words out because I 
was really afraid of how he would react. It took about 
fifteen minutes of sitting and praying before God gave me 
the courage to say anything at all! When I finally got done 
with the conversation, I felt like I had this big weight lifted 
off of my shoulders. 

After that my other roommate came up to me! I 
shared with him the Gospel of Christ but he started to get 
argumentative asking, “What right do you have to say that 
Jesus is the only way to get to heaven?” so I started to 
become very defensive and we argued for about 45 
minutes. I finally realized that the conversation was going 
nowhere. At that moment, God basically told me to share 
my testimony. After I shared my story of what God had 
done in my life the arguing stopped and it ended peacefully.

Both of them have made steps toward Jesus and I’m 
going to continue to pursue conversations with them as 
they continue their journey.

Through these conversations my faith has grown 
tremendously. I have learned that it takes time to get to 
know Him; a single conversation is not as important as a 
commited relationship. God has given me more patience, 
boldness, and courage when it comes to sharing His 
message.”
