      "Revive '09" is our three-week outreach to meet as many new students on campus as 
possible. This year's was amazing for us! 200+ new students signed up with interest in 
InterVarsity; 15 students have so far made decisions to follow Jesus, and we have more 
Christians at CSUSM desiring to introduce their friends to Jesus than ever before!  
     September 11-12th was InterVarsity’s “Ignite Evangelism Conference”. We took 30 CSUSM 
students to Ignite and for 24 hours 500+ students got excited and trained to reach their 
campuses with the good news of Jesus Christ!  From that we kicked off a weekly evangelism 
training for San Marcos and 22 students have committed to coming every week to continue to 
learn how to best witness to our campus.  As one student, Kayla, said, "We have the chance 
to introduce people to the God of the Universe!" 
Who wouldn't want in on that?!

        USD has been in school for a month, and already 
God’s been moving on campus. With 14 Greek student 
leaders and two Fraternity Alum volunteers (a USD 
professor and USD Law student), it’s clear that God

community at USD. Bible studies have started, and leaders are seeing 5-15 of their friends 
attending these weekly studies. Jaci shared with me “I want the girls to have real 
breakthrough in their lives this year. I don’t want Bible study to be just a nice place 
to hang out, but a place of real transformation.”
