      Our Soul  Food  Confer ence  was an amazing time for students to  step into spiritual 
authority for their campus and invite their friends to take steps toward Jesus!! We had 180 
students come and about 50 of them were not actively following Jesus.! As the dust settles 
weÕre still getting reports from student leaders about decisions that were made within the 
small groups!! Over 40 students  made  signiÞca nt  1st  time  and  recommitment 
decisions  to  follow Jesus that weekend! Jace shared that he had been making more space for 
Jesus in the last few months, as the stress fracture in his foot had kept him from his Þrst 
love, running.! He has had surgery on it and after 6 months it still had not healed.! So he 
Þlled his time with Bible study and spending time with Christians.! Saturday night, as the call 
to faith was made after a teaching on the paralytic whom Jesus healed, Jace realized he had 
never publicly committed his life to  Jesus.! As he stood, he felt the pain in his foot leave him! 
He shared on the last day of the retreat his conversion and healing story!

        Last month, 55 Fraternity and Sorority students 
from San Diego, New Hampshire, Oregon and Texas 
gathered in Costa Mesa, CA to explore how God 
connects with their Greek Life at ÒGreek Conference-
SoCal 2009Ó. 10 students made decisions  to follow 
Jesus for the Þrst time, 35 committed to sha r ing  
their faith actively, and 16 committed to sta r ting or 
leading  a ministry in their Greek chapter. I led the ÒLeadÓ Concentration, where 24 
Greek students came to be developed and trained in how to lead a ministry in their 
Fraternity and Sorority.
